VII : Registration

1.�Admitted students are required to submit the New Student Confirmation Form to the Admissions Committee on-
line before the appropriate deadline. The web address for on-line confirmation form will be noted in the Admission 
notification. Students failing to complete the New Student Confirmation Form will be regarded as having voluntarily 
forfeited their admission status. Vacancies resulting from students who have forfeited their admission status will 
be filled in the order of the names as they appear on the waiting list. Students wanting to retain their position on 
the waiting list must complete the "Waiting list confirmation" procedure on-line before the deadline as outlined in 
the notification letter or waiting list eligibility will be forfeit.
